What is the
Citizen P olice

Academy?

  The Citizen Police Academy is
a 30 hour block of instruction
designed to give the public a
working knowledge of the
practices, policies, and
procedures governing, the
Waukegan Police Department,
consists of ten three hour
sessions conducted on a weekly
basis. The Comprehensive
instruction covers different areas
routinely addressed by local law
enforcement. The sessions have
been designed to incorporate an
interactive format. providing the
participants with a "hands on"
experience whenever practical.
Instructors are Certified Police
Officers, Supervisors, and other
personnel with expertise in
various areas.

What is the
Purpose?

  The Citizen Police Academy was
created in order to provide
participants with enough
information so that they are
capable of making an informed
judgment about their police
department and police activity. It
is hoped that the instruction will
increase police awareness
whereas to dispel suspicions and
misconceptions and to increase
police/community rapport through
an educational process. The
Department in turn becomes more
aware of the feelings and
concerns of the community it
serves, making it a two way
learning process.

  Participants are given a realistic
view of the police department. A
wide variety of topics are
discussed, including patrol
procedures, criminal and juvenile
law, the judicial system, criminal
and narcotics investigation just to
name a few.
